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A Message from Pastor Art

You can talk about church budgets
all you want. You can talk about
what a congregation like ours needs
to survive for another year. You
can use statistics and historic giving
patterns. You can talk about the
economy and how difficult things
are these days for all of us. | know
and understand it as well as you do.
But if we indeed take our faith in
God seriously as we walk our spiri-
tual journey here on earth, maybe
we ought to think about what Jesus

says to us. So here it is—something

for all of us to think about when we
consider the meaning of steward-
ship.

Do you remember the story of the
rich man who came to Christ and
said “there is something missing in
my life” (Mark 10:17-22). He had
everything going for him, as most of
us do when we think about it. He
ran to Jesus, which suggests enthu-
siasm. He knelt before Him which
suggests reverence. He kept the
commandments which suggests he
was basically good. On top of all
that he was rich—so are most of us.

But when Jesus told him his price—
"sell what you have, and give to the
poor” the man would not do it. His
countenance fell and he went away
sorrowful. He was unable to fulfill

a condition of church membership.
He would not sacrifice. In other
words, no sacrifice—no join.

That'’s pretty tough stuff—but it is

honest. The only standard for
Christian giving is sacrifice. The
point is that discipleship costs, and
if it does not cost, it is not disciple-
ship. Jesus knew that you could
talk about love and God and things
like that forever, but until you get
specific about those things by put-
ting a price on them, you cannot
begin to changethe direction of a
person’s thinking from himself to
God. Therefore, twenty, of Jesus’
thirty parables have to do with
money.

If we belong to the church our val-
ues and priorities are_set We are
not perfectly free to spend our
money any way we like. “Take up
your cross,” Jesus said. “l was hun
gry, and you gave me food, | was
thirsty and you gave me drink.”
Church members use their afflu-
ence to spread the “Good News” of
Jesus Christ and to relieve other
people’s suffering—and suffering
comes in all sorts of ways. Jesus
called a spade a spade. Jesus talk
tough about money. Why? Be-
cause he knew that if he had the
money, he had the person.
